Points rules 

♥ Finishing points are awarded to participants who make the 

final two tables, only. Shoot-Out requires minimum of 27 

tables to award points to 10-18 places. There is no mini-

mum on other events  
 

♥ Points awarded are weighted slightly due to the difference 

between event buy-ins – and because a true all-around 

champion includes games other than just No-limit Hold‟em 
 

♥ Bonus points reward making final tables and for the sizes of 

tournaments 
 

All around player, tie breaking rules 

♥ The total number of finishes in any money position, regard-

less of whether or not those positions carry points 
 

♥ If a tie remains after applying the first tie-breaker, the 

player who has the highest finishing money position in any 

2010 Spring Round-Up tournament 
 

♥ If there still remains a tie, there will be a heads-up play-off 
 

Management 

♥ Management makes all decisions concerning points and 

their distribution 
 

♥ Management decisions are final
